But in order to eliminate the lack of awareness of the rural
people in this regard, a certificate course on awareness of Right to Information was
implemented through the Department of Public Administration.

From July 2023 to October 2023 the students were evaluated and scored by
conducting a written test and an oral test to test their skills with regular time-table. And
the students were given a certificate for compieting the said certificate course.
